Though only 15, Bilaal Rajan is a published author, motivational speaker, child activist, successful fundraiser, and founder of a children’s school in Tanzania for HIV/AIDS orphans. He’s UNICEF Canada’s child ambassador, and founder of Hands for Help organization and Bilaal Rajan foundation.
