Celebrity, mother, author, entrepreneur, daredevil, and free spirit, Dini Petty is a remarkably accomplished woman.

Dini is a Canadian icon. Motivated for success, she is a helicopter pilot, a Toronto radio and television personality and, for the past nine years, a national celebrity as host of her own talk show, Dini. Dini is also a successful writer and poet. She was recently featured in the Canadian book of inspirational women, Dare to Dream, and was co-author of the best-selling book and audio tape A Self- Directed Journey.

Dini’s Self Directed Journey presentations show audiences how to get back in touch with their own instincts, increasing self-confidence and self-esteem. Using this philosophy, Dini Petty prospered in all aspects of her life, her health improved, as did her relationships, and she rediscovered her sense of purpose. This converted into a new enthusiasm for her show, which resulted in a new time slot, a new set, and her ratings more than doubled. 

The presentations help audiences develop self-directed learning skills and gain influence over the direction of their life. Dini reveals her personal story of what she went through and what participants can expect to happen by applying the ingredients found in "A Self-Directed Journey, The Recipe." 

An excerpt from Dini’s story includes:

"Putting my self first has been one of my greatest lessons. Growing up I learned that it was important to be liked by others, to please others, and that my needs were secondary. 


But eventually I learned that only when I listened to my heart, and spoke the truth to my self, could I be truly happy. I waited a long time to feel these things; the things I wish someone had explained and demonstrated to me as a child." 

Dini is famous for her inquisitive nature, quick wit and her quirky sense of fun. Her unique interviews and sensitive manner attracts celebrities, which kept viewers glued to the tube. 

A three time Gemini Nominee, Dini has also won a number of CanPro Awards including the Gold Award for Best Informative Show (Cityline) and the Award of Excellence for Best Program (Cityline). Her interviewing skills have won her international awards, including the Iris Award from the National Association of Television Programming Executives for a very moving, funny, heart-warming interview with comedy legend Red Skelton.

Dini’s contribution to the community, as well as to Canada, is evident in her support of Canadian charities. Dini regularly tours high schools where she speaks and acts as a role model for young people.
