
  

CHANTAL KREVIAZUK

Canadian musician, model, actor and activist

Chantal Kreviazuk is a multi-talented artist and activist who combines a gift for singing, songwriting, and modelling with a strong sense of global citizenship. The Winnipeg native has an integrated sense of herself, of her role in the world, and of life’s own unpredictable impact on her personal fate. With deep insight and grace, she expresses these values equally in her music and in her social activism. 

In 1997, Kreviazuk’s debut record release, Under These Rocks And Stones, went double-platinum in sales and established her as one of Canada’s premiere songstresses. Her initial success was followed by Colour Moving And Still in 1999. During the 2000 Juno Awards, her sophomore release won Best Pop/Adult Album, and Kreviazuk was chosen as Best Female Artist. She released What If It All Means Something in 2002. And her 2007 release , Ghost Stories, reflects her heart, soul and life experiences.

A celebrated songwriter, Kreviazuk has also written or co-written hits for such music stars as Avril Lavigne, Gwen Stefani, Pink, and Kelly Clarkson. Kreviazuk's work has appeared on many film and TV soundtracks. Her popular songs, Time, This Year and a cover of Leaving on a Jet Plane, have appeared in these movies: Serendipity, The Sisterhood of the Travelling Pants, and the blockbuster, Armageddon.

Also a successful model, she is a spokeswoman for the beauty company Garnier. As a film star, writer and producer, Kreviazuk’s short film on mental health, Pretty Broken, premiered at the Toronto International Film Festival in 2007.

Kreviazuk has shown a steadfast commitment to creating positive change at both local and global levels through her enduring partnerships with charitable organizations. In 2000, she travelled to Iraq with her husband, Raine Maida, the front man for the Canadian band Our Lady Peace, to investigate the effects of war and sanctions on Iraqi children. The resulting documentary, Musicians in the War Zone, was an eye-opening call to action for Canadian youth to become educated, responsible global citizens. 

She further reinforced her position as a role model for Canadian youth by participating in Toronto’s 2002 Keep The Beat fundraising initiative, which used music as a celebration of youths’ solidarity and support for their global peers. 

Kreviazuk and her husband have also contributed their musical talents to many War Child Canada efforts, including their ‘get loud’ project – performing, collaborating and contributing both their musical and artistic talents. Through War Child Canada, she has visited Ethiopia on her own while Maida has travelled to Sudan.

Kreviazuk’s warmth and grace are reflected by her unwavering belief in the power of grassroots activism that informs, inspires and creates change in the lives of those around her. Other organizations and campaigns that Chantal has been involved with include: 

· Polar Bear International – Has made the trip to Canada’s Arctic three times to raise awareness about the catastrophic consequences of human-induced climate changes

· 2005 Tsunami Benefit concert (Vancouver) – Performed in support of survivors of the tsunami in Southeast Asia

· BOOST – Named honorary chairperson for this Toronto-based child abuse prevention and intervention organization

· West End Cultural Centre (Winnipeg) – Named honorary chairperson to rebuild an auditorium for live music/art performances in her hometown

· The University of Winnipeg Opportunity Fund – Donated fees from her concert to the Fund, which provides bursaries and tuition support for under-privileged youths and Aboriginal students

· Villa Rosa – Helping to secure necessary supplies for this Winnipeg shelter catering to expectant mothers

· Assiniboine Zoo – Assisting in making improvement’s to the polar bear exhibit for the City of Winnipeg’s zoo

· Zoocheck Canada – Ensuring the humane treatment of wild animals, particularly marine mammals, through this organization which campaigns for fair treatment of captive animals around the world

· First annual War Child Concert – Helped to bring 80,000 fans to benefit show in 2000 to support war-affected children in Africa, Asia, Latin America and the Middle East 

In addition to her charitable efforts, Kreviazuk strives to honour a number of special requests, such as meeting with cancer-stricken children at a palliative care home or fulfilling a dying wish from a fan in one of the communities she visits while on tour.

“These requests have become the greatest reward for me as an artist because it proves to me that the songs I write and sing, and the message of my spirit, far exceeds power or any amount of money,” said Kreviazuk.

A classically trained musician, Chantal Kreviazuk splits her time between homes in Toronto and Los Angeles. She and her husband have three children.
