DR. DAVE HEPBURN
Dr. Dave Hepburn can be seen on the Oprah Winfrey Network (OWN) Canada on Buy.O.Logic. In this fun and fast paced series no medical ailment is off limits, no healthcare product safe from scrutiny and no test too outrageous to tackle. Think Dr. Oz meets Consumer Reports. Dr. Dave, best known for Wisequacks, the syndicated comic radio show he co-hosts with Dr. Rob Sealey, is the real thing - with a cockeyed sense of humour to help the medicine go down. 
Dr. Dave Hepburn is an award winning syndicated columnist to more than 100 newspapers across the United States and Canada. He is a recipient of the prestigious Canadian Community Newspaper Association columnist of the year award as well as the Arizona Newspaper Association columnist of the year.  He is the author of The Doctor Is In(sane) which was released in April 2009 and nominated for several book awards. He is also co-host of the popular national radio program Wisequacks heard weekly across Canada.

In 1995, Dr. Hepburn lived in the remote Pacific island of Tanna in the country of Vanuatu where, for most of a year he was the sole doctor and bush surgeon to 30,000 Tannese, many of whom had never seen a white man. His remarkable Vanuatu exploits, including that of standing on the edge of a volcano as it exploded were chronicled weekly on CBC radio. 
Dr. Hepburn was a Canadian naval surgeon in the Persian Gulf War in 1991. He is a helicopter pilot who flew the infamous Sea King helicopters in the Persian Gulf War. He served as the doctor for the West Coast fleet for three years.  
His interest in sports and sports medicine resulted in him being called to be a medical director of the 1994 Commonwealth Games and a team physician in the 1996 Olympic Games in Atlanta. He has been or currently is the team doctor to national rugby teams as well as junior and professional hockey teams. 
He has coached at the highest level of hockey for 12 years and he himself entered the Guinness Book of World Records as the highest scoring defence man in the longest hockey game in history. As well, he is on the Board of Directors for the David Foster Foundation and is a clinical instructor with University of British Columbia Medical School.  

Dr. Hepburn's thrill-seeking exploits have taken him around the globe and across the equator several times. He is an avid outdoorsman and white water enthusiast, and has survived being a leader in the Canadian Boy Scouts for 14 years.
