AUDIO VISUAL REQUIREMENTS

On Stage:

· Lectern with light for notes and props (such as climbing equipment.)

· Microphone: Peter prefers to use a lapel microphone so that he can move about on the stage. Second preference is a lectern mounted microphone.

A/V Requirements: 

Peter will require the following in order to show a series of video footage sequences during his presentation. 

· BETA SP video player for projection of video footage on to a large screen. Please notify us whether this will be NTSC or PAL format. (Note: a VHS video player can be used when large television monitors are to be used or for projection on to a small screen with a high quality projection system.)


· Projection Unit: It is essential to use a quality projection system such as a Sony VPL PX30 or PX31-2000/400 Lumen projector. Using lesser quality systems will result in significantly reduced picture quality.

· Screen: Large enough for everyone in your audience to see clearly. For large audiences multiple screens are necessary.

· Technical Operator:

Please make sure that your technician is fully conversant with the equipment you are using. The technician will be required to:  


a) set up the equipment and prepare lighting for optimum viewing of speaker and video footage, 

b) play each video sequence as required during the presentation. Please note that the 
     technician will require a video monitor so that the correct video sequence can be cued 
     without needing to project it on to the audience’s screen. 



c) rehearsal with speaker at agreed time, not less than 90 minutes prior to the presentation.
