BOWSER & BLUE

Minimum Staging & Technical Requirements

STAGE :


Minimum size: 12’ deep X 16’ wide x 24” high

1 x  6’ skirted table at rear of stage for props

NO obstructions are permitted on stage in front of Bowser & Blue performance space (such as 

podiums, chairs, signs, etc.). If any are necessary before the show, they must be removed 

& any adjustments to equipment set-up must be executed before commencement of show.

1. LIGHTING :


*Applicable to event, venue & audience size:

Minimum: Good, general stage wash (shadowless & bright) Pink/Salmon lighting gels desirable

Optional: If applicable to venue/event, 1 to 2 Follow Spots with 1 to 2 Operators desirable

2. SOUND : 

*Applicable to event, venue & audience size:
2 vocal microphones on boom stands

1 wireless microphone (Shure or equivalent)

1 reverb – vocals require simple reverb (2.5s) when singing & dry when talking

1 mike spare coiled - S/R

1 12 string guitar - acoustic electric with pick-up strap & stand is very important (rental)

1 direct box for acoustic guitar - S/L

1 direct box for 12-string guitar  - S/R

1 direct box for wireless mike 

2 monitor loudspeakers, one for each vocalist.

Monitor mix same as house mix: vocals + acoustic guitar. Side fill monitors or wedge

monitors are both acceptable. Vocals are always to be on top & intelligible.

1 CD player at the board

Minimum of 6 available channels at sound board

Adequate sound power for size of venue/audience. Usually calculate 3 to maximum 5 watts 

of power per person. Rear speakers desirable for equal sound distribution.

On-site technician to monitor show

3. HOSPITALITY :

A private, clean and secure dressing room, in close proximity to stage, set with table & 

chairs, coat rack/hangers, mirror, towels and bathroom. In addition to pre-arranged hot 

meals, dressing room 
shall be set  with water, soft drinks, orange juice and snacks.
