
Speaker Introduction

Option One: (Preferred) Rather than have someone read Tony's introduction  use this FUN alternative:  The Master of Ceremonies would simply say: 

"We have a personal friend of our guest speaker with us.  He knows Tony Brigmon a lot better than I do, so I'm going to ask him to come up and introduce the program at this time.” 

Then Tony will come to the podium and introduce the speaker as if "Tony Brigmon" is someone else who will approach the podium at any moment.  After his short introduction he will step away from the podium as if to sit down and then return to the podium, waving, as the real "Tony Brigmon".  Audiences love this surprise beginning as it sets an immediate "fun tone" for the program. 
(*** YES, this "works" even when attendees meet Tony personally before his program, as it creates a  fun “Is this the real guy?” question in their minds the moment Tony begins the introduction!) 

Option Two:  If you must, have someone read this short introduction.
