Mick's presentation has four basic elements:

1.  DRUMMING INTRO:  A seven minute "VH1 Style" opener featuring a dynamic video retrospective of Mick Fleetwood's life and Fleetwood Mac, which culminates with a visually and audibly powerful live drumming sequence.  Mick plays the large African Talking Drum, which he wears over the shoulder and plays "tom-tom" style in time with the pre-recorded video showing on the big screens.  Mick's live drumming, opening with a surprise appearance right in the audience, is generally shot live by an onsite video operator and alternated with the video concert footage in real time.  This gives attendees a feeling of being front row at a private concert.  Extremely powerful, highly rated by attendees and generally provides the first of many standing ovations.

2.  PODIUM SPEECH:  Mick transitions from the audience drumming to stage speaking while continuing to play.  He begins at the podium with an elegant segue of how the ancients used drums to communicate from hilltop to hilltop.  Mick explores how creative thought advanced communications from the primal "shouting from the mountaintops" to an elegant code system of drumming.  The formal speaking portion of Mick's program is usually 30-40 minutes long.  Mick's topics include personal stories of overcoming creativity issues, bad stories and personal musings:

a.  How creativity is fostered in organizations with a parallel of the "BAND" being the "COMPANY"

b.  What the attendee can do to foster personal and group creativity

c.  What a brand is and how to keep it alive and flourishing in an organization

d.  How brands, creativity and people can stand the "test of time and transitions of personnel" in the modern age, with the parallel of how Mick has kept the brand, creativity and people of Fleetwood Mac commercially and emotionally viable for over 40 years.

3.  QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS:  The Q & A portion of the presentation generally is scheduled for 15-20 minutes.  Often the highlight of Mick's appearance, the audience is free to ask and discuss any questions about the band, Mick, rock history and the information and stories presented at the event by Mick.  Mick is quick on his feet, humorous and glamorous.

4.  CLOSING HEARTBREAKER:  At 5 minutes before closing time, Mick steps away from the podium, dons spectacles and pulls out a sheaf of old papers which he explains are the writings of his dearly departed father, a Wing Commander in the Royal Air Force.  Mick steadies himself in the lone spotlight and reads his father's poem, given to Mick when he was 16 years old.  "Two Sticks and a Drum" is his father's poetic projection of the future of his son's success.  Beginning with a boy standing with just two sticks and a drum at the rail station waiting for the train to take him into town and his first gig - and culminating with a prophetic rock star successful ending - this closer takes the attendees full circle in the life and times of Mick Fleetwood, while tugging at the heartstrings of everyone who has ever had a dream . . . come true.  Generally followed by walk off music "DON'T STOP THINKING ABOUT TOMORROW" and a long standing ovation.
